ditional Roundabout. These options will be discussed at an upcoming special meeting of the Vail Town Council.

The planning phase will continue into 2015, taking approximately 18 to 24 months to complete. Construction is slated
to begin at the earliest in 2016 with completion in late 2017. The town has been working in partnership with the
Colorado Department of Transportation, numerous federal agencies and community members to design the project.
